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WASHINGTON (Dec. 15) - Senator John Breaux's decision to retire from the United States Senate at the end of 2004 will deprive Congress of one of its strongest advocates for older Americans in modern times.   This is perhaps most evident in Breaux's leadership and pioneering work as the author of the bi-partisan Elder Justice Act (S.333), the most comprehensive legislation ever proposed to combat the growing national problem of elder abuse,  neglect, and exploitation.  A most fitting tribute to John Breaux's exemplary career would be the passage of this landmark bill in 2004. 

The Elder Justice Coalition is a national membership organization dedicated to eliminating elder abuse, neglect, and exploitation in America. The Coalition works to fulfill its mission through education, advocacy, and support of federal initiatives to address this crisis.  The Coalition was formally launched on February 10, 2003, to coincide with the introduction of the Elder Justice, which was introduced by Senators John Breaux and Orrin Hatch.
