We are approaching critical time with the Elder Justice Act.  At this point in time, we need to persist with our work on some important matters.
Most importantly, we need to continue to increase the number of co-sponsors in both the House and Senate.  The Coalition and its members should also work on securing commitments for hearings and markups from their members, especially members in Senate Finance Committee, chaired by Senator Grassley.
The Elder Justice Coalition has now grown to 200 members. This is an important landmark, but in order to continue to increase our visibility, we would like your help with two matters.
